Oktoberfest may be Germany’s greatest cultural export with small towns across the world holding their own local version, complete with high-energy oompah bands, sizzling bratwurst, and a raucous bier hall vibe that’ll transport you to Munich, where it all began. 

The original festival can trace its roots to the October 1810 royal wedding between the Bavarian Fürst (crown prince) Ludwig, and Prinzessin (princess) Therese von Sachsen-Hildburghausen, that included horse races on Terseness (Therese’s Meadow).

Join the party like they do in München (Munich) and dress up in traditional gear. As time is now short, patrons should have their lederhosen and dirndl ready to wear, but a tip for the ladies - pay attention to where you place your dirndl bow.  Did you know there is an historical code based on the placement of your bow – front right means you’re married or in a relationship; front left means you’re single and ready to mingle; front middle means you’re a virgin; and a bow in the back means you’re a waitress (or widow).  Yes, this is still a thing despite being the 21st century, although not strictly enforced or anything, but you might get some comments on the placement of your bow.  
So, you may ask why does tying your bow on the right mean you’re taken?  Unlike here in Australia, married people in Germany wear their wedding rings on their right hands.  Now you know.
